satisfied that it is necessary in the public interest so to do, on the recommendations of the

(xxxxiv) ‘multimodal transporter’ means a person who,-
(a) enters into a contract under which he undertakes to perform multimodal
transportation against freight; and
(b) acts as principal, and not as an agent either of the consignor, or consignee or of
the carrier participating in the multimodal transportation and who assumes
responsibility for the performance of the said contract.”.

(2) with effect from the 15 day of April, 2025, in paragraph 4, in clause (xxxvi), the following
Explanations shall be inserted, namely: -

“Explanation 1.- For the purposes of this clause, ‘premises’ means a place from
where hotel accommodation services are being supplied or are to be supplied.

Explanation 2.- For the purpose of sub-clause (c), the expression ‘a person
applying for registration’ shall include a person applying for amendment of
registration to declare an additional place of business.”.
